Warm-up (Class 22) is unjudged; entry fee is $5 per round.  Warm-up may be taken as a schooling round at any time in the hunter 
ring.  Multiple rounds will be charged separately.   

• For proper calculation of points, all horse-rider combinations are assigned a separate number.  
1st = 10 points, 2nd = 6 points, 3rd = 4 points, 4th = 2 points, 5th = 1 points, 6th = 0.5 point 
Horse/rider combinations must compete over fences for flat class points to count towards championships.  

• We request that all participants comply with US Equestrian Federation helmet rules.  See www.usef.org.   
• All classes are open to all riders and their mounts regardless of ribbons won, age, professional status, height, etc. 
• Limited stabling by reservation only.  $30/day, shavings included.  Bring your own hay/grain.
